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Violence Towards Migrants.

Resumen.

El presente estudio fue transversal, exploratorio, descriptivo vy
correlacional para determinar los factores referentes a la migracion
de los sujetos, tales como los niveles de violencia doméstica,
consumo de sustancias y factores sociodemograficos anteriores a su
transferencia, asi como violencia durante el viaje. La muestra total
estuvo compuesta de 266 migrantes, alojados en dos refugios
mexicanos. Se utilizaron cuatro escalas para evaluar factores
sociodemograficos, violencia domeéstica, abuso de sustancias
(drogas y alcohol), y violencia durante el transito migratorio. Para los
factores de violencia doméstica, violencia durante el transito
migratorio, y abuso de sustancias se utilizaron escalas tipo Likert.
Segun estos resultados se pueden verificar las hipdtesis, infiriendo
que los factores de violencia doméstica, falta de dinero o inseguridad
en el pais de origen de los migrantes tienen como consecuencia la
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transferencia a otros paises. También se verificd que los sujetos que
migran sufren de algun tipo de violencia.

Abstract.

The present study was transversal, exploratory, descriptive, and
correlational in order to determine factors related to the migration
of the subjects, such as levels of domestic violence, substance
consumption, and sociodemographic factors before their transfer, as
well as violence during their trip. The total sample was composed of
266 migrants, accommodated in two Mexican shelters. Four scales
were used to evaluate sociodemographic factors, domestic violence,
substance abuse (drugs and alcohol), and violence during the
migratory path. For the factors of domestic violence, violence during
migratory path, and substance abuse, Likert type scales were used.
According to these results, the hypotheses can be verified, inferring
that the factors of domestic violence, lack of money or insecurity in
the country of the migrant’s origin have as consequence the transfer
to other countries. It was also verified that subjects that migrate
suffer of some kind of violence.
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
